Perfect System

Tenses in the perfect system are formed from the perfect stem
(found in the third principal part of the verb)

Present System
Tenses in the present system are formed from the present stem
(found in the second principal part of the verb)

The present tense stem is found by dropping the -re from then end of
the second principal part(also known as the infinitive form).

The perfect tense stem is found by dropping the 1 from the end of
the third principal part (also known as the perfect form)

What does it mean to
conjugate a verb?

Different verbs follow different patterns when
conjugated. In Latin, these patterns are arranged
into “conjugation” lists or tables. There are four*
main conjugation patterns within Latin. They can

be distinguished by the ending of the second

principal part ( also known as present infinitive

active). The above table is known as the first

conjugation, and the verb amao follows this
pattern when conjugated.

A Latin verb belongs to the
first conjugation if its
second principal part ends
in are (regular verbs).
Principal parts of Latin
verbs are memorized in later
Latin curriculums. In Latin,
verbs are given in their
infinitive form.

More Vocabulary...

A stem is the part of the word that
remains the same throughout the
conjugation.

Present system describes actions
occuring at the present time.

Perfect system describes actions that
have been completed in the past.

To systematically list all
of a verb's various
forms, which reflect
mood, voice, person,
tense, and number.
